The power of a word picture brings to life the desired image, just like you imagined it. 

Meditate or hagah means “to speak with oneself in a low voice, to think out loud on some-

thing,” Hebrew Honey. This is to preserve crystallized thoughts until they are reproduced. 

“Only be thou strong and very courageous, that thou mayest observe to do according to all 

the law, which Moses my servant commanded thee: turn not from it to the right hand or to 

the left, that thou mayest prosper withersoever thou goest. This book of the law shall not 

depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest ob-

serve to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way prosper-

ous, and then thou shalt have good success,” Joshua 1:7-8. “Blessed is the man that walketh 

not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat 

of the scornful. But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in His law doth he meditate 

day and night. And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth 

his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper,” 

Psalm 1:1-3. This infallible law works the same way every time you rehearse it to “own” it.

Isaiah 59:21 is God’s promise for your family line. He vows to you that none of His words 

shall return void or become vacant. Holy Spirit supernaturally transfers the quality and 

quantity of lasting words in their heart so their influence can’t be silenced. “As for Me, this 

is My covenant with them, saith the Lord; My spirit that is upon thee, and My words which 

I have put in thy mouth, shall not depart out of thy mouth, nor out of the mouth of thy seed, 

nor out of the mouth of thy seed's seed, saith the Lord from henceforth and forever.”  

Reflecting on a baby’s first words, it’s been said that a baby says Da-Da before s/he says 
anything else, even Mommy. That’s also the pattern for intimacy established in the Word. 
Holy Spirit is God’s supernatural agent who adopts us as our Heavenly Father’s own. After 
the transition takes place, we experience God as someone more special than anyone else. In 
Greek, Abba means Daddy, Daddy. “For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to 
fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father. The Spirit 
itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God:” Romans 8:15-16. 
What about having the last word? As we better understand our relationship in the royal 
family, we are better equipped to bring heaven to earth. We carry the honor, glory, and 
power of Abba, not as the black sheep of the family who never gets any respect. Romans 
8:17 gives us this qualifying picture. “And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-
heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together.”
